Highland conservation volunteers clock up hundreds of hours for heritage   
 
Dedicated volunteers with the National Trust for Scotland’s Highland Conservation 
Volunteer Group completed more than 1,265 hours work conserving and promoting 
Scotland’s heritage last year, the charity has revealed.  

And now, the hardworking volunteers have unveiled their programme for the next 
few months.  

The group will be working on projects at properties cared for by the National Trust 
for Scotland, the charity that conserves and promotes Scotland’s heritage, across the 
north of Scotland, including Torridon, Glencoe and Balmacara.
