While we will do our best to accommodate your request, we cannot
guarantee your chosen time(s) will be available. Please note we can
only accommodate Ranger-led bookings on a Monday, Tuesday, and
Wednesday however we can accommodate Castle-led bookings
Monday - Friday.

For all shore activities availability will be dependent on suitable tide
times.

For Ranger-led activities we can only accommodate a maximum of 60
pupils per day split into two morning and two afternoon sessions.

For Self-led & Castle-led activities, group size limits apply depending
on availability.
